Dear Steve:

If you are willing to file your back returns and to continue filing in the near future, we can help you get the garnishment off and set you up for either an Offer in Compromise or a Bankruptcy. JUST WHAT IS A RETREAT ANYWAY?


One issue that all of must be aware of, is the issue of labeling theory.  We tend to characterize thoughts through labels.  The government employees are very capable of this habit; and a successful freedom fighter knows this fact and can use it to his advantage.


Let's take a look at our own need to label freedom fighter approaches, and as a result to limit our possibilities for decisive action.  There seems to be a thought pattern in the movement that there are only two approaches to fighting the abusive tax system: either you don't file returns and you stand up for your rights or you retreat and file returns and give up your principles.


I don't know where this mindset came from but it is certainly a defeatist attitude that is usurping rational thought in the movement.  Without rational strategy, the Freedom Movement will be nothing more than the burial ground for dead and wounded concepts.  We must free our minds of labeling theory and work creatively to change the system.


Let's take an example:  Mary Patriot is a individual who owns a home and has a job.  The value in her home after the mortgage is less than $20,000.00 She has not filed 1040 tax returns for 10 years and she was on an exempt W-4 for eight years.  The IRS issued her a Statutory Notice of Deficiency, she ignored it and so the IRS assessed taxes for 1979-1989. Although she hasn't filed for 90 and 91, the IRS bumped her W-4 to Zero, so the Gestapo has not bothered to issue Stat Notices for those years.


Mary Patriot is a staunch fighter and she refuses to file tax returns because she wishes to stand up for her principles.  She doesn't believe that she is required to file.  Then one day, the IRS garnishes her wages and she is reduced to living on about $75.00 per week.  What does Mary do?


Mary, like many patriots, is a true believer. She believes in her cause and she believes the IRS is wrong; and she loves to talk to other patriots who offer Silver Bullets. She hears about a guy in California who can send magic letters to the IRS and get them to remove a tax lien and she hears hearsay comments from other patriots substantiating this guy's marvelous acts.  She certainly doesn't want to retreat so she pays this guy his $5,000 upfront fee and he writes his magic letters to the IRS; and of course the IRS puts its head between its legs and runs away crying.  Mary is out $5,000 and the IRS is still levying her wages; but she has not "retreated."


Or perhaps Mary hears about the "Quiet Title Guys" who are flooding the courts with magic quiet title suits.  She thinks that this approach is not a retreat.  So she pays some guy to do a quiet title suit for her.  In the meantime, her wages are under garnishment for two more years and she is living from donations from her children (who by the way are filing returns and paying taxes).  After two years of litigation and the expense of $3,000 in fees from the pro se brief writers, Mary is still having her wages garnished but she has not "retreated."  Finally the Court of Appeals decides that Mary has a right to sue under the quiet title statute, she goes back to District Court and after another year, the judge comes up with a "win" for Mary.  The IRS sent the Stat.  Notice to the wrong address, so Mary wins.  The levy comes off her wages.  Mary has not "retreated" since she has not filed returns, even though she has paid more in wage levies than she would have paid in taxes had she originally filed and she has spent over $8,000 with Freedom Movement pro se types and their silver bullets.


The only problem is that now the fun really begins for Mary.  She gets another Stat. Notice and this time the IRS sends it to the right address.  She doesn't go to Tax Court because some patriot told her not to give Tax Court jurisdiction, so she sits there and about a year later, the IRS garnishes her wages.  Now the IRS is taking money all over again.  Mary is really frustrated, so she does a Freedom of Information search and finds out that the IRS applied all the funds from the original levy to interest only.  The principal is still there.  So here she goes again. What does Mary do now?  Does she "retreat?" Or does she staunchly hold her ground and continue to live on $75.00 a week. She can't file another Quiet Title suit because she has no extra money, and she can't prepare the paperwork herself. 

What do you think?  Has Mary "retreated" by living on $75.00 a week and letting the IRS laugh all the way to the bank as they apply all the funds to interest only and let the principal stay there accumulating more interest?  Or is she a brave and staunch Freedom Fighter who is standing up for the cause?  One could argue that since the IRS is getting her money that she has "retreated."  Or what if Mary quits her job, and refuses to work except an low paying odd jobs to prevent levy?  Has she retreated?  The common wisdom in the Freedom Movement says that this approach is not a "retreat."  What do you think?


Of course then there is the other approach to the IRS, the approach that common wisdom in the Freedom Movement thinks is a "retreat" but I prefer to refer to as "feeding the monkeys peanuts instead of money."  In this approach, the quiet title suit is used only to prevent seizures of a home, or to remove the lien because of faulty IRS procedure if there is no danger of wage levy.  Also, this approach perceives all of the Silver Bullet Patriots with their fabulous magic letters that make the IRS crawl into a cave as either lying con men, or uninformed true believers or both.


What is this approach that the common wisdom in the Freedom Movement refers to as a "retreat?  And how can Mary use it?  Well let's see.  Let's see what happens if Mary uses the "retreat" and feeds the monkeys peanuts instead of money." Mary gets her notice of levy.  She immediately prepares all her back returns for both state and federal and she fills out a 433A.  She files a 911 with problem resolution and PRO calls her up and sets up an appointment with Revenue Officer.  The Revenue Officer takes a look at Mary's 433A and feels like a stuffed monkey cause he gets to eat peanuts all day.  He doesn't give one whit about collecting money from Mary.  All he wants to do is close the case and get it off his desk and get an extra box of peanuts from his boss for bringing a "tax protestor" in from the cold.  So what happens, he looks at Mary's financial situation and writes the whole thing off as uncollectible. He "53's" the case.


Now Mary who is perceived to have "retreated" by the more knowledgeable souls in the Freedom Movement; returns to her home and files an Unlawful disclosure suit against the IRS for giving her a Notice of Levy after sending the Stat. Notice to the wrong address.  The IRS settles out of court without offsets for $1,000 and Mary takes a trip to Mexico for a week.  After two years of not paying her back taxes, she files a Chapter 7 Bankruptcy, wipes out everything except the lien against her house.  Now she can live in her house and owes no more taxes.  The lien survives, but the IRS isn't going to take the house from a bankrupt lady, it would make them look like they are big fat greedy monkeys and the IRS doesn't want the public to think that is what they are.  Mary did not waste $8,000 with Patriot Magicians and now if she wants to file a quiet title arguing IRS assessment procedures, she can do it because the lien is there but the IRS isn't going to take her stuff.  Also, the assessment against her is based on the assessment that was filed before she filed the returns; so she has not hurt her position.


Now that Mary has a job, active litigation against the IRS, a win against the IRS and a pocket full of Money, she is deemed to have "retreated" by the common "wisdom" of the Freedom Movement.  What do you think?  By the way, Mary can now refuse to file either a W-4 or a Tax Return; if she has been advised by competent counsel that she is not required to file.  Her employer will send her money to the government, but Mary will not have criminal or civil problems that she cannot handle.  If she doesn't self-assess herself, and the government does not assess her, she has an argument.  And if the government assesses her, did the government do it right? Now Mary can file Quiet Title Suits, Refund Suits, and other kinds of suits send magic letters, and not file returns to her heart's content.  She can make the government spend $1,000 for every penny they collect from her. And yet the common wisdom of the Freedom Movement says that this is a "retreat."  What do you think?  You know what I think:  I call it keeping the monkeys happy by feeding them peanuts while you eat their bananas."  Hope you have learned something about labeling theory.  Good luck.

2.  The tax rates for the next generation could go to 80 percent.  They probably won't be quite that high by 2010, but they will be rising steadily.


3.  Wages will continue to decline for the average American.  By 2010, two incomes in a family will probably not allow most families to own a home; the second income will go completely for taxes.


4.  The number of children living in poverty will continue to increase.


5.   Since 1976, poverty has gone up by 50%  How much will it go up by 2010?


6.   Currently about half of Americans under the age of 25 lack basic literacy skills.  What will the situation be like in 2010?  What are we going to do to change the downward trend?


7.   Nearly half of all jobs created in the 1980's paid less than $250.00 per week.  What will the situation be like in 2010?


8.   In 1991 the United States was behind most industrialized countries in spending on social programs but lead the world in defense spending.  What will we spend money on in 2010?


9.   The collapse of America's savings and loans will cost us about $180 billion, those kids who will be 31 in 2010 will be paying.

    10.   Ninety five percent of our solid waste is disposed of in almost-filled landfills--one of every two landfills needs repair.  What kind of sewage mess are we going to have in 2010?

    11.  Almost two thirds of the nations roads need repair. Are they going to get the repair they need by 2010?

    12.  Since 1970, arrests for violent crimes by youth have jumped over 90 percent.  How much more will arrests increase by 2010?

    13.  There are 3 million homeless people in the United States. That is about the same number of homeless as in the European continent.  How many homeless will we have by 2010?

    14.   In 1976 a 31 year old man earned about 15 percent more than his father did, today a 31 year old man can expect to earn 25 percent less than his dad earned, how much less will the 31 year old of 2010 earn?

    15.   The median home price, adjusted for inflation, has jumped 78 percent since the early 60's.  Many families cannot now buy a home.  How many will be able to buy homes in 2010?

    16.   An individual who is 31 in 2010 will lose over $100 for every $450 paid into social security.


17.  Interest on the national debt will gobble up 100 percent of personal taxes long before 2010.  How will the government provide any service at all in 2010 without taking 100 percent of the low wage that the average person will be making?

18.  The average cost of going to college doubled between 1965 and 1990; Imagine how much a college education will cost in 2010!  Who will be able to afford to attend college, and will those who do attend college find jobs afterwards?


19.  In 1992, we spend on an average of $20,000 per year on each prisoner and $4,000 on each student.  Yet we do not rehabilitate prisoners.  We simply punish them by making them do their time!!!!  We have the highest percentage of our population in jail of any country in the world!  Will the percentage be higher in 2010 when jobs are very scarce and the jobs that do exist pay minimum wage?


20.  In 1900, the U.S. government used 9 percent of the gross national product.  In 1990 the U. S. Government used 40 percent of the GNP.  At that rate, how much will the government use in 2010?


21.  By 2010, Uncle Sam will have stolen over a trillion bucks from the Social Security Trust Fund.  How much will the 31 year old have to pay from his salary to support the baby boom generation?


22.  By 2010, one in three college graduates will not be able to get a job requiring a college education.  The youth of 2010 will have a lot of Mc Jobs.  They will then pay over 50 percent of their minimum wage job to the government, and for what?


The question is:  Will the generation of 31 year olds have more awareness of the situation in the year 2010 than the generation of 31 year olds in 1976?  If they do, what will they do about it?  Their lives are sure to be much, much more difficult.  If their parents would have awakened, en masse, at the age of 31 in 1976, would things be different in 2010?  It seems that a change of consciousness will have to happen before change will take place, just how bad to things have to get?
